· The HTC Desire (codenamed Bravo), is a Smartphone developed by the HTC Corporation, that was announced on 16 February 2010 and released in Europe and Australia in the second quarter of the same year.
· It is powered by a 1 GHz Snapdragon processor and runs the Android operating system, version 2.1. 
· It includes an active-matrix OLED (AMOLED) screen and a 5-megapixel camera. Internally it bears a strong resemblance to the Nexus One, but differs in some features.
· The hardware has the potential for high-definition, if available, with future updates. The Android operating system has the capability to take advantage of the video circuitry onboard the Snapdragon processor, enabling the device to capture and playback video at high-definition 720p on a WVGA screen.

LIMITATIONS:
HTC Desire has following limitations:
· No write access to the /system partition in normal use of the device
· Doesn’t enable you to flash your device with a custom recovery image that can be launched easily by just holding down the volume down button when powering on. . 

But there isn’t any reason to disappoint, both the limitations are being worked upon and probably company may have some solutions or work around for these limitations.


[image: ]Excellent connectivity
· The user interfaces of both the Gmail and Mail apps have been slightly polished with several icons in the menus changed. The extended Gmail features include spam report and of course conversation-style email view mode.

· When replying to an email you can opt for either Gmail or the generic mail client, and set one of the two options as default. The reason behind most Android handsets coming with two email clients is the added corporate Exchange ActiveSync support.

· There's hardly anything the HTC Desire lacks in terms of email capabilities. What you basically have is a local copy of your Gmail account bundled with its main functionality plus a Microsoft Exchange compatible alternative client, which can manage multiple POP and IMAP accounts.


In Short

· HTC's current batch of mobile phones all have names more apt for perfumes than handsets. Don't let that put you off though, as the HTC Desire is a good mobile phone with a large, bright, vivid screen that's remarkably responsive and the best we've used to date. HTC's user interface hasn't really grown as much as we'd have liked over the past year, while new players on the block now add a lot more value and functionality to the basic Android OS. However, other than a few foibles and niggles it is the best of the bunch of Android mobile phones currently being shipped.
